"We are experiencing a 

revolurion in knowledge today unlike 

anything rhe world has seen since Gutenberg 

and the invention of the ptinting press," 

he said. "There has never been a time when 

libraries have played a more vital and essential 

place in society. We cannot succeed without 

great libraries for our students and faculty."

Walter Veon (BS 1934) and his wife Saraellen 

(BS 1934) understood the importance of rhe Libraries 

at Purdue. The Veons made a $1.3 million gift early in 
the renovation out of their desire to leave a legacy that 

would have an impact on the entire University. 

Walter remembers his years at Purdue as the most 

significant time in his life. "I came from a mill rown in 

Pennsylvania, where opportunities were limited. It was 

Inside . ..

also in the heart of the great depression, so it was quite 

a scramble to make ends meet, get an education and 

cultivate a social life," he recalled. "Accomplishing aJi 

that gave a great increase of self confidence." 

Walter and Saraellen had 72 years together. "My 

only regret is that Saraellen did not live ro savor this day," 

Walter said. 

From a Faculry perspective, John B. Dunning, 

associate professor of forestry and natural resources 

and chair of the University Library Committee, spoke 

of the rapid expansion in information sources and the 

Libraries' response ro it.

The !serts remain dedicated to their alma mater. 

Wilson has been active in the Falls Cities Purdue 
Club, of which he is a founding member and past 
[feasurer. He is especially proud of the groups' 
endowment, funding annual scholarships for local 
students to come to Purdue. And, he says their 
group is the only club to sponsor annual bus 
[fips to Homecoming since the 1950s. 

Wilson says their pledge to support the Libraries 

through a planned gift grew our of their loyalty to 
the Class of 1935, whose 50'h anniversary gift funded 

the Library Scholars Gram.
